SteinÕs photographs have been widely exhibited in the United States and EuropeÑ 66 

one-person and 123 group shows to date. His photographs are in more than 50 public 

collections (and numerous private and corporate collections), including the Bibliotheque 

Nationale, the Art Institute of Chicago, the Museum of Fine Arts, Houston, the Brooklyn 

Museum of Art, the New Orleans Museum of Art, the International Center of Photography,  

the Carnegie Museum of Art (Pittsburgh), and Museet for Fotokunst (Odense, Denmark), 

among others.   

 The work in SohoPhoto 2006 will provide a unique opportunity to experience 

virtually the entire range of classic and contemporary photographyÑ from pinhole, mixed 

media and digital photography to color, black and white, bleached, and toned prints and 

those otherwise manipulated. One thing is certain: diversity will rule.
